	TOPIC(S):  

PAPA – session 6

	ENDURING UNDERSTANDINGS:  

The student will be able to foster a realistic understanding of what it takes to be a good parent, in terms of parenting tasks and financial support.

	ACTIVITIES/SKILLS:  
Have students discuss what all will have to be done to prepare for a baby.  Then complete the activity “whose job is it?” Group the participants into boy-girl pairs. Have each couple draw one of the child description cards from a hat. They should then divide up the tasks, taking turns marking off chores until all are taken. Talk about negotiation and allow the participants to negotiate compromises. For example, she can agree to always change diapers, if he agrees to always take out the diaper pail.

Once the pairs have marked off all of the tasks, have them identify the ones with which they would have a hard time or would not enjoy doing. 
Show the video, what it takes to be a parent.  Then have students count off numbers 1-5.  That numbers is the amount of children that they have.  Complete the worksheet “count the money”.
