MONDAY

	TOPIC(S): 

Chapter 6-2 Influences on the Family

	ENDURING UNDERSTANDINGS:  

The student is expected to name six factors that can influence family responsibilities.

	ACTIVITIES/SKILLS:  

Discuss pages 172-175 over influences on family responsibilities using the power point titled “factors influencing families.”  Then have students make a list using the promethean board to write down ideas of how the various influences can be good and bad influences on children.  Give examples of how magazines, TV, the internet and so on can be good and bad influences.  

Then discuss how many students in the room have grandparents over the age of 70.  Ask how many of their parents are responsible for the daily care of them.  How could this change a family?  Have students complete worksheet 166 and 167 “Caring for Grandma” with a partner.  This worksheet is one of the many factors that can change a family.

Stages of the Family Life Cycle 6- 3

	ENDURING UNDERSTANDINGS:  

The student is expected to list the six stages of the family life cycle and determine the consequences of a divorce.

	ACTIVITIES/SKILLS:  

Discuss pages 176-177 in the textbook over the family life cycle.  Then have students write on the promethean board the different stages and the responsibilities of a mother and father in each stage.

Then have students complete the worksheet Family Life Cycle on their own page 45 in the workbook.
