All Students

(2) Sketchbooks: 8.5" X 11” sketchbooks with a spiral

spine are required.

Students will use sketchbooks for daily warm-up drawing
exercises and practice of art techniques. Sketchbook work
counts as part of the daily grade in art class.



(2) Packets of #2 HB Pencils:

All Art Students need to bring this item.
Students will be using a large number of pencils in Art Class for
drawing exercises and projects.

The Teacher will provide other Art supplies as needed
throughout the year.
