· At least 75% of the problems were attempted

· Shows some understanding of the underlying mathematical ideas

2   Minimal Work
· At least 50% of the problems were attempted
· Completes the problems with some missing work/explanations
· Incomplete and unclear diagrams
· Includes computational errors often
· Shows very little understanding of the problem situations
· Responses reflect inappropriate strategies more often than not
1   Ineffective Work
· At least 25% of the work was attempted
· Words and/or work do not reflect the problems
· Drawings misrepresent the problem situations
· Copies parts of the problems with minimum attempts to solve
· Fails to indicate which information is appropriate to the problems
